SCIENTIFIC
ENVIRONMENTAL STATIONS

In 2017 they established a net-
work of scientific environmen-
tal stations (SES) within the
Amur Tiger habitat in Russia.

The governmental bodies face a
task of monitoring environmental
legislation management and
scientific researching within

the Amur tiger habitat.

Fulfilling this task is hard
due to huge distance and
lack of infrastructure.

Environmental raids, conduct-

ed throughout the tiger's are-

al, make the basis of Hunting
control department work. In the
frame of each raid inspectors cov-
er up to 300 kilometers, sleep in
cars and can neither repair vehi-
cles nor replenish their supplies.

These restrictions impact on
efficiency of environmen-

tal activity and deprive inspec-
tors' raids of surprise effect.

Conducting scientific research re-
quires long-lasting observations
within the tiger's habitat. The

lack of infrastructure prevents
from providing security and lo-
gistics for the research officers.

Reduction of food supply

of the Amur tiger increases
chances of conflicts between
the human and the tiger.

Experts aim at maintaining

the large number of hoofed
animals in key points of predator's
habitat.

To achieve that, the Amur
Tiger Center along with the
WWF Russia have been stock-
piling emergency fodder for
hoofed animals since 2013.

In winter of 2017 about 30 hunt-
ing reserves within the ti-

ger habitat, SPNRs of Primor-
ski Krai, Amur and Jewish
Autonomous Oblast obtained
help from the emergency fund.

Dieting of animals is held
off the hunting season.

The tigers are always released in
spring. The snow melts away in
taiga at this period helping tigers
cross the terrain more easily.
Meanwhile hoofed animals give
birth, which is easier for tigers to
hunt for. Badgers and raccoon
dogs, that compile tiger’s ration,
wake up from hibernation as well.

The experts trace Phillippa and
Vladik through GPS fitted collars,
which were put on predators
before the release, by doing the
“check points” verification.

Philippa felt herself at home in
Jewish Autonomous Region so this
is where she was released. Now
she is good at hunting here and
makes her best to avoid meeting
people thus provoking no conflicts.

Vladik is leading nomadic life
now. When he had returned to
the south-west of Primoriye he
did a lap of honour alongshore
of Kedrovka and following a 180
degree turn, he made his way
back to the center of Sikhote
Alin, to Spasskiy district.

The experience gained helped the
Amur Tiger Center establish the ex-
position devoted to cooperation
and partnership for large-scale en-
vironmental problem-solving.

The 90 square meter exposition
was divided into 6 zones, each
one telling the story of work that
concerned people do on a day-
to-day basis to preserve one of
the world’s rarest predators.

REINTRODUCTION OF THE TIGER

Late in 2015 they found a 5-month
old female tiger on the outskirts
of the Far East Philippovka village.
She had lost her mother and was
nearly starving to death. The lo-
cals had handed her over to the sci-
entists who then nursed her and
healed her up. Just 18 months lat-
er the grown up, strong and dex-
terous tigress, who had been
called Philippa, returned to taiga.

Thanks to the panorama vid-

eo technology, the EXPO-2017
visitors could get to the Rus-

sian Far East to release the ti-
gress into the wild by themselves.

AUGMENTED REALITY

It's close to impossible to find one-
self in taiga by an Amur tiger. How-
ever, the augmented reality tech-
nology helped the world exhibition
visitors meet a true tiger family: Bo-
ris the tiger and Svetlaya the ti-
gress. These predators pretty much
like Philippa were saved and re-
introduced into the wild nature. In
2017 Svetlaya became a mother.
