Dear friends!

We had been waiting for the year 2021 to let us concentrate on the main goals of
our organization. However, the pandemic had never stopped, which did not let us
hold some bright events and increased pressure on the people involved in the re-
search of the unique Russian Far East wild nature.

The events used to develop rapidly, the situation would change constantly but
thanks to the support and cohesion of our supporters, partners as well as sponsors
we got used to the situation, learned to work in these conditions. All of this was for
the sake of the harmony between the Amur tiger and humans.

We fulfilled the hunting control services support program. So, the Primorye office
received not just some new vehicles, non-lethal weapons and electronic devices
but the forage making equipment, which help save the hoofed animals from snow
and hunger in the regional SPNTs. The epizootics still happen in nature, the animals,
just like the people, suffer from diseases, including the lethal ones. The Amur tiger
habitat has faced the African swine fever, which has caused extreme decrease in
the wild boar population to the critically low level in some areas. We feel we can
help them restore the population and it will be our top priority for the coming years.

The north of the tiger habitat — Khabarovsk Krai now witnesses the construction of
the new okhotnadzor headquarters and the forensic examination center. The con-
struction is scheduled to be completed in 2022 — in the year of the tiger. The Ude-
ghe people that lead the traditional way of life in National Park Bikin, now have a
new library with a chess club, while the staff of the largest SPNT within the tiger
habitat have moved to a new office.

The new edition of the Strategy for Conservation of the Amur Tiger Population
is scheduled to be accepted in 2022. This document will include the 12-year-
long performance evaluation, the tasks for the future. It is the best Russian ex-
perts that seek for the answers to potential challenges threatening the rare
predator’s population, that is why we are sure the Amur tiger is in good hands.

According to the 2015 Amur tiger universal
enumeration, the total area of the habitat
in Russia makes 180 square kilometers.

Hunting reserves host up to 80% of the habitats’
area while the regional specially protected
nature reserves (SPNT) cover another 10%.

Special services, which protect the environment,
are in charge of keeping the woods safe. The offi-
cial names of the services in each region of
the tiger’s habitat may vary, however the aims
and tasks to fulfill are quite the same.

All the services are called okhotnadzor (hunting
control) for short. For example, Primorsky Krai
okhotnadzor.

In addition to okhotnadzor inspectors, each
hunting reserve staffs field inspectors, whose
authority and area of responsibility are limited
by the reserve territory.

The other 10% of the habitat are the federal
SPNTs: nature reserves and national parks,
which staff their own security personnel.

The Russian Investigative committee launched

a criminal proceeding against a gang member from
Dalnerechensky district of Primorski Krai charging
him with illegal hunting and trafficking of

the Amur tigers.

They apprehended in Primorsky Krai the members
of a criminal gang involved in the illegal selling

of the tigers’ body parts. There was a criminal
case opened.

They captured in Khabarovsk Krai two persons that
had killed an Amur tiger in 2020 in Bikin district
and had tried to sell its body parts.

They curbed the activity of the criminals that had
been killing the Amur tigers and selling their body
parts to foreigners. The investigation is completed;
the case is now in court.

October 22

They forwarded to the court the case on killing
the Amur tiger in Dalnerechensky district of
Primorsky Krai in autumn of 2020.

The court found two Amur Oblast locals guilty

of illegal hunting on the tiger nicknamed Pavlik

in autumn of 2020. Each of them was sentenced

to five years two months in standard regime colony.

The court sentenced a foreign citizen to 6.5 years
in prison for illegal purchasing and an attempt
to smuggle out some body parts of the wild animals.

HUNTING CONTROL
IN TIGER’S HABITAT

It is mostly hunters’ and hunting
providers’ responsible and respec-
tful treatment towards the fauna
that the tiger’s fate depends on.

As of December 31, 2021, there
were 180 thous registered hun-
ters in the Russian part of the
tiger habitat and almost 200
hunting providers — companies
and sole entrepreneurs enga-
ged in the hunting sector.

The special authorized govern-
mental body conducts registration
and enumeration of the inspectors
as well as of hunting providers.

Following the official registration,
the authorized personnel see
that the hunters and hunting pro-
viders obey the hunting rules.

There is a grain
extruder and a bag sewing machine
in the center.

The center plays a vital role in
the forages thermal decontami-
nation (boiling).

Given the threat of the African
swine fever, they will feed wild
boars with processed forages,
which are completely safe for

the animals.

The gun room is designed to keep
the service weapons. It is set up

in a separate building on the head-
quarters premises.

They have bought a refrigerated
container to store the evidence

as well as a 40-foot container to
store the spare parts.

The Amur Tiger Center supports
the governmental agencies in
their struggle against the illegal

logging.

The regional Ministry of for-
estry has received two vehi-
cles to help create fast-response
groups. The forest service re-
ceives financial aid as well as
support in transportation to the
storage locations, where they
keep the machinery confiscat-
ed at the illegal logging sites.

In addition, the Center has
made up a purpose-oriented
"forestry" group.

All the equipment that illegal
loggers use gets confiscated.

It is dump and loader-equipped
short log trucks, manipulator
trucks, skidders and tractors
that frequented the arrested
equipment site in 2021.

Environmental organizations assume

that many Far Eastern habitants consider
the hunting their way of life. Implementation
of the total prohibition of hoofed animals
hunting will not just fail to help save the
forage base but will lead to the reverse
effect.

Once the hunting reserves are eliminated,
there will be no one to help animals survive
climate hazards, which pose more threat to
the forage base than the hunters. There will
be nobody to hold biotechnical activities
making the passing tracks for the animals to
move through abnormally high snow in search
for food and shelter.

All of these actions require a lot of assets,
which has made the environmental community
reach consensus on how important it is to
support the hunting providers that are loyal

to the tiger and take care of its forage base
within their hunting reserves.

SUPPORTING
THE HUNTING RESERVES

The Amur Tiger Center held a sem-
inar on new hunting rules appli-
cation and provided a hunting re-
serve with a new car in 2021.

Experts from state and public en-
vironmental organizations held a
seminar for 30 inspectors from 12
hunting reserves. They reviewed
the new version of the Hunting rules
and shared the experience of op-
erative anti-poaching activities:

detentions, documents and per-
sonal belongings checkups.

There was also a separate lec-
ture on the tiger enumeration
in the forthcoming winter sea-
son as well as on challeng-

es the tigers were supposed
to face in the same period.

The lecturers and the seminar lead-
ers were Stanislav Fadeev, spe-
cialist expert from the Wildlife and
Protected Nature Territories De-
partment of the Primorsky Krai’s
Ministry of Forestry and Wildlife;
lecturers of the Primorsky State Ag-
ricultural Academy Irina Korotkova
and Gulya Koltun; Anatoly Andreev
and Angela Lopatina, senior inspec-
tor and legal adviser for the Pri-
morsky Krai’s Wildlife and Protect-
ed Nature Territories Directorate.

The build-
ings of this kind are comfortable to
use and environmentally friendly.

It houses technically equipped
offices, a security department,
an archive, a negotiation room,
some utility rooms.

Prior to that, the national park’s
office used to work in a wing of
the Krasny Yar village secondary
school. This never interfered
with the educational process but
used to put some restrictions on
the working process.

Following the opening of the new
office, the school premises will be
converted for children’s activities:
the young naturalists club and
dedicated classes.

SUPPORTING THE SPECIALLY
PROTECTED NATURAL
RESERVES IN FIREFIGHTING

The Amur Tiger Center helped
some SPNRs within the tiger ha-
bitat fight wildfires and held a
seminar for the Primorye fire
fighters on UAV operation.

It was 70 staff-members of the
Primorsky Krai Department

of fire safety and civil defense
that attended the seminar on
operating the UAVs.

There were two fires in the fede-
ral specially protected nature re-
serves of Primorsky Krai in 2021.

The area of 65 ha in the Bikin
National Park was caught on fire
on June 25. Two air units of the

Primorye airbase from Dalnerech-
ensk and Arsenyev were rapidly
transferred to the scene to help
the forest service. The Amur Ti-
ger Center transferred 1 million
rubles to do that. The fire had

got extinguished by June 30.

Dry thunderstorms caused as ma-
ny as four fires in Sikhote Alin Na-
ture Reserve in July. They cove-

red the total of 1347 hectares. The
first one was detected on July 16.

It is KGBU Primorye airbase and
the reserve staff that were invol-
ved in the fire fighting. The fire
had been eliminated by August 5.

The Amur Tiger Center helped
buy the aviation fuel for the army
helicopter involved in firefighting
in the reserve by transferring one
million rubles.
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Thanks to the joint efforts
of the Bikin National Park,
the Amur Tiger Center and
the Ministry of civil defense

and emergency situations of
Primorsky Krai they extablished
a voluntary fire brigade in Krasny
Yar village in February of 2021.

The Amur Tiger Center awarded
16 staff members of the KGBU
Primorye Air Base for speedy
elimination of the wildfire.

SECURITY PERSONNEL
AWARDING SYSTEM

The Amur Tiger Center kept on
awarding the state inspectors
from security departments in
federal SPNTs through 2021.

The program covers Lazovsky
and Sikhote-Alin Nature reserves,

Bikin and Zov Tigra National Parks.

The awarding is held quarterly.
They choose the best inspectors
from those, who conducted the
largest number of environmen-
tal raids; the length and duration
of raid are considered as well.

In addition, they take into consid-
eration how the raid was conduct-
ed: either by car or other trans-
port as well as the number of
people checked during the raid.

One can get extra bonuses by
participating in scientific and
educational activities.

They also consider the number
of drawn up protocols, confisca-
ted illegal weapons and illegally
killed wildlife objects however,
violations of this kind are quite
rare for the federal SPNTs.

Poachers do not risk visiting
them for staying in such SPNTs
requires a special permit while
those detained with weapons
face criminal prosecution.

The Amur tiger inhabits the most densely
populated part of the Far East, which makes
it more frequent to meet the predator for
various reasons.

The most frequent are lack of food or hunger
caused by trauma, wounds, sickness or re-
duction of the hoofed animals’ population.
This makes the predator grow careless, come
out to people in search of quick catch —

dogs mostly or farm animals.

It may happen that physically healthy animals,
which appear to be mentally fit start behaving
inadequately. From a human’s point of view,
it is hard to explain but this kind of situation

is rather an exclusion.

It is the special groups of hunting control ser-
vice that deal with conflict resolution. It often
happens that experts from the environmental
organizations join the process.

The special groups’ activity comprises conflict
prevention as well as investigation and reso-
lution, in case it happens.

Another inspectors’ task is to inform the local
population to build careful attitude towards
the wildlife.

The most frequently met situation is the tiger
attack on pets and farm animals.

It often happens that pets and farm animals
graze freely at a distance of up to several
kilometers off the residential areas. Tigers,
seeing neither traces of human presence nor
other warning factors, kill the animals as if
they were wild.

Such behavior provokes negative attitude
towards the predator, sometimes making
the locals think of revenge.

In order to lower tension between the locals
and the tiger, they launched a damage
insurance program to compensate losses
of pets and farm animals.

All the victims, regardless of the fact if they
took any precautions, get compensation
with the animals of similar breeding and
age characteristics. Financial compensation
does not apply.

STATISTICS

Every time when a tiger comes
close to the human settlement,
even if it doesn’t attack domestic
animals, specialists consider as
a conflict situation. Each case is
monitored and checked by the
inspectors.

The decrease in the population
of wild boars in winter of 2021/22
caused by the epizootic of the
African swine fever made the
tigers expand the share of other
hoofed animals in the ration,
including by the Roe deer.

After the snow cover gets high
the roe deer in its turn keeps
closer to the fields which neigh-
bor residential areas and landfills
of waste as well. It is there where
the stray dogs form into packs.

The tiger primarily hunts the
strays then switches to domes-
tic dogs left unprotected for
the night.

ADVANCED TRAINING OF
THE EXPERTS INVOLVED IN
CONFLICT RESOLUTION

The Amur Tiger Center orga-
nized two workshops for the of-
ficers involved in the human-
tiger conflict resolution.

The theory part of the semi-
nar covered the following top-
ics: basic methods of conflict
animals’ immobilization, key as-
pects of primary veterinary ex-
amination as well as safe trans-
portation to transfer units.

The speakers focused on indi-
vidual calculation of drugs dos-
es while immobilizing the animals
and putting them under anes-
thesia; safe stabilization in anes-
thesia for continuous veterinary
operations; bringing out of seda-
tion and further veterinary care.
The seminar participants stud-
ied the most efficient and mod-
ern medicines and equipment ap-
plied in the veterinary practice.

The practical part of the seminar
took place in the rehab center in
Alekseevka village. The partici-
pants joined the scheduled veter-
inary examination and rabies vac-
cination of Himalayan bear cubs.

SANDA THE TIGRESS

Sanda returned into the wild
after a year’s long rehabilitation.
The female predator was relea-
sed in Arkharinski district near
the Khingan reserve.

It was in May of 2020 that the
experts set to treating Sanda.
The lonesome tiger cub aged
9-10 months used to approach
the Gornovodnoye village of Ol-
ginsky district of Primorsky Krai.
They caught it on May 16, 2020
and transferred to the rehab
center.

The tigress passed the rehab
course successfully. She taught
how to hunt and to react to pe-
ople properly.

Prior to the release, they put a GPS
collar on Sanda to help track the
tigress and provide for her safety
within the next few years to come.

She hunts successfully in the wild
and keeps away from residential
areas.

AMBA THE TIGRESS

The female predator was caught
in April of 2021 in Khasanski
district of Primorye for she took
to hunting for dogs.

24 attacks on dogs as well as

on a farm animal were confirmed.
Almost all the attacks were per-
formed towards the animals
either in the open or in unlit yards,
which were often in the woods.

The examination following the
entrapment revealed that the
animal was in great stress due
to loss of her cubs. Most likely
it was humans’ fault.

The tigress had passed the re-
hab course and was released into
the wild in Bureyski district of
Amur oblast. They put a GPS col-
lar on her prior to the release.

Following the release, Amba be-
haves well. She constantly moves
through the region, has once
crossed the Amur to visit China.
Some people have noticed her
twice but she has never provoked
any conflict situations. Every time
seeing a human made her lie low
and rush away.

A TIGER CUB FROM
ANUCHINSKY DISRICT

Primorye okhotnadzor saved
an exhausted tiger cub, frost-
bitten and with a lower jaw in-
jury on the New Year eve. They
delivered it to the rehab cen-
ter for medical treatment.

The cub was a female, aged 4-5
months. She had been found

on the bank of Sinegorka river
in Anuchinsky district of Primor-
sky Krai. She was severely ex-
hausted, which caused the tail
tip to get frostbitten. The low-
er jaw muscular and skin tissues
were eliminated by necrosis.

Due to the trauma the milk inci-
sors set to growing improperly.

The cub had most likely been in-
jured in the fight with a dog. Ex-
haustion did not let the tail
warm up itself in severe cold,
thus making the traumatized tis-
sues and the tail get frostbitten.

The defunct tail tip was initially
docked. The dentists removed
the milk teeth. They performed
over four operations to recover
the lower jaw muscular tissue.

It is Nikita Vereschak, the doctor
and Andrei Prodan, the assistant
that performed the operations.

They applied the skin flap repo-
sitioning method. It implies cut-
ting out a pedicled neighbor-

ing viable skin flap, repositioning
to the damaged zone, further
sewing. The newly formed de-
fect gets closed by the mobi-
lized surrounding healthy tissues.

As of February of 2022 the doc-
tors see the positive dynamics

in the muscular tissue recovery.
The dentists see that the mo-

lars grow properly. All the doctors
keep on fighting for the cub’s life.

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MONITORING THE
REHABILITATED TIGERS

The experts keep looking after the
tigers that were released into the
wild nature after the rehab course.

The information comes from

the collars equipped with sat-
ellite connection modules,

the ones Rosprirodnadzor de-
mands all the predators re-
leased into the wild to be provid-
ed with. The field data from the
collars gets checked quarterly.

Batteries in some collars have
died out, so if these tigers’ loca-
tion is known, they track them with
photo traps. However, some of
the rehabilitated tigers prefer to
have a stealthy way of life, avoid-
ing both people and cameras.

Below you will find some brief in-
formation on the tigers we are well
aware of. Information on the ti-
gers we are not informed of due
to the dead batteries you can find
in the previous yearly reports.

Boris and Svetlaya

Returned to the wild in 2014 in dif-
ferent regions and met in Jew-

ish Autonomous Oblast almost

a year and a half later. They had
three cubs born in 2017: two

boys and a girl. Late in 2019 an-
other three cubs were born.

The first breed cubs have
grown up. One of the boys
was nicknamed Grom (Thun-
der) and now inhabits the
same area as his parents.

Elena

Returned into the wild in Khingan
Reserve in Amur Oblast in May of
2019, settled in the SPNT territo-
ry and almost never quits the area.

The tigress hunts on the mammals
successfully, adding a Manchuri-
an elk, a wild boar, an elk, a wolf, a
roe deer and a bear specie to her
"collection" (it may have been ei-
ther brown or Himalayan bear).

Lazovka

Released into the wild in Jew-
ish Autonomous Oblast in 2018
and settled there. Had her lit-

ter late in 2019. Both she and her
cub get regularly shot with pho-
totraps. Lazovka’s satellite collar
has been working for four years
now, which makes a record.

Philippa

Released into the wild in Jewish
Autonomous Oblast in 2017. The
battery in her collar had died out
in October of 2018 and she had
been tracked with photo traps
since then. Philippa had her lit-
ter late in 2019. Male tiger Grom
is believed to be her "fiancé".

Zima

The tigress moved from Dal-
nerechenski district of Primor-
sky Krai where she used to attack
dogs to the Zov Tigra National
Park suburbs in January of 2021.
The satellite collar they put on
her prior to the release ceased

to work as early as in March.

According to one version, the
predator damaged the collar while
jumping out of the transport cage.
According to the second version,
the tigress could have got kiled.
by poachers. Both versions are
being checked.

Pavlik

Returned to the wild with his sis-
ter Elena in May 2019. He suc-
cessfully adapted to the wilder-
ness and wandered around the
Amur region in search of his
own hunting area, staying out of
sight of people. In September
2020, Pavlik was killed by poach-
ers. They were sentenced to 5
years and 2 months in prison.

The experts of the Amur Tiger Cen-

ter conduct forensic examinations
in the frame of the investigations
of the crimes against wild nature.

It is the police, the FSB border
control service, the Far East oper-
ative customs service and the In-
vestigation Committee that orders
examinations to be performed.

They deliver body parts, bodies
and derivatives of the animals, in-
cluding the rear species, protect-
ed by the Red Book and the in-
ternational treaties. As for the
flora objects, it is ginseng that
gets examined most frequently.

The experts, which perform exami-
nations, have been certified by the
Ministry of Justice in the specialties

THE WOOD PLANTS
OF PRIMORYE IN
WINTER. FIELD GUIDE

The new guide was issued by
the Amur Tiger Center in co-
operation with Primorskaya
State Agricultural Academy

Alexander Kolyada is the author
of the book. He is a Ph.D, Biology,
a senior lecturer, author of over
80 scientific publications and 20
methodical works, an expert in
the wood plants of the Far East.

This book is dedicated to deter-
mination of the wooden plant
species of Primorsky Krai in win-
ter through morphological char-
acter: structural features, paint-
ing as well as shape of the bark,
shoots, buds and leaf scars.

The book contains morphologi-
cal description of the plants as
well as numerous illustrations,
which will significantly ease the
determination in leafless state.
