DEAR COLLEAGUES, DEAR FRIENDS!

In 2025, the Amur Tiger Center celebrated its
12th anniversary — a short period in the scope of
history, but already sufficient to accumulate our own
experience. In addition to this, we have at our disposal
nearly 80 years of experience in domestic science
and Russian nature conservationists. Let me remind
you that in 1948, our country was the first in the world
to introduce a ban on tiger hunting, and since then,
domestic specialists have been studying and protecting
this rare predator, its food base, and its habitat.

Since the founding of the Amur Tiger Center, our
work has been built on three fundamental principles.

The first principle is attention to the entire ecosystem
in which the tiger lives. In our area of responsibility are
the entire forest with its inhabitants and the people whose
lives and work are inextricably linked with the Ussuri taiga.

The second principle is the implementation of all
Center activities and the realization of all projects without
budget financing, exclusively thanks to sponsorship
support from responsible commercial companies
and their representatives.

The third principle is the implementation of strategic
projects whose positive effects will be long-term. This is,
first and foremost, environmental protection and social
infrastructure that the Amur Tiger Center donates to
nature reserves, national parks, and wildlife protection
services, which will undoubtedly serve people for many
years to come. Of course, we also solve current tasks,
which are no less important. These include regular vehicle
fleet renewal for nature protection services, acquisition
of fuel and lubricants, consumables, and spare parts.

Over the past years, in the most "tiger-inhabited regions"
of our country — Primorsky and Khabarovsk Krai —
an effective system has been established for protecting

the predator itself, its food base, and its
habitat. And in 2025, similar large-scale work
began in the Jewish Autonomous Region.

In the framework of implementing the Directive from
the President of the Russian Federation regarding the
creation of a network of rehabilitation centers for injured
and confiscated wild animals, the Amur Tiger Center is
establishing centers in Primorye and Khabarovsk Krai.

The Ussuri Taiga Museum has been opened.
Another fully equipped facility has been constructed
for Bikin National Park — a tourist complex that
will help it comfortably organize ecological tours,
and direct the profits from tourism towards its
statutory activities — nature conservation.

In 2025, Russia became a member of the
International Alliance for Big Cats established in
India. The Center joined the Alliance as a partner
organization. Russian and Indian specialists have
combined their experience and competencies to
support all countries within the tiger's global range.

The preservation of our unique nature depends
exclusively on people. On dedicated, selfless, and
honest people. | express sincere gratitude for the work
and support to the inspectors employed in hunting
supervision services and specially protected natural areas,
law enforcement officers and wild animal rehabilitation
center employees, scientists and researchers, leaders
of regions within the tiger's range, and engaged
citizens, and certainly our patrons and benefactors.

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WELCOMING WORD OF THE CHIEF

EXECUTIVE OFFICER

DEAR FRIENDS,

We are pleased to present our 2025 annual report.

Last year was the first in implementing the updated
concept of the Amur Tiger Conservation Strategy. It also
brought both new opportunities and new challenges. The
rapid advancement of digital technologies has elevated
tiger preservation efforts to an entirely new level.

Artificial intelligence algorithms now help us systematize
and analyze data from camera traps and satellite collars
with remarkable efficiency. These systems recognize
individual tigers by their unique fur patterns faster and
more accurately than the human eye. While these are still
emerging technologies, and we don't yet know all the
possibilities that Al will open for us in the near future, the
potential is extraordinary. For example, digital platforms
are currently being developed for comprehensive analysis
of entire ecosystems, rather than isolated data points.

But like every coin, this phenomenon has another side.
Artificial intelligence can now generate videos quickly and
convincingly, and social networks instantly provide them
with enormous audiences. In 2025, the region experienced
a genuine explosion of such Al-generated videos featuring
tigers. The scenarios are the most far-fetched, yet they all
carry the same message: the tiger is a dangerous animal,
and coexistence with it poses a direct threat to people.

There is no doubt that the creators of these fakes
pursue deeply troubling goals: to undermine harmonious
coexistence between humans and tigers, between
people and nature itself, and to instill fear and hatred
toward the predator in people's hearts. Unfortunately,
the Amur tiger has become a hostage to this situation.

Therefore, one of our primary tasks going forward
is to develop and strengthen our educational and
outreach efforts.

For the second year running, schools across
Primorye are piloting educational courses under the
banner "Tiger Studies." In these classes, students
in middle grades are helped to form an accurate
understanding of this rare predator, expand their
knowledge about it and its life, learn how it is protected,
and understand why the Amur tiger holds such value
for our country and for humanity as a whole.

Last year we opened the Ussuri Taiga Museum.

This is a unique institution where the main focus is

not artifacts—though they certainly are present—but
information and storytelling. Our museum features no
taxidermied animals; instead, visitors encounter striking
photographs and videos of wildlife, can read and listen to
fascinating information and facts about how the taiga and
its inhabitants live, and can even experience the world
through the eyes of a white-tailed eagle. It serves as a
sort of testing ground for our "Tiger Studies" mission.

Museum visitors arrive as guests and leave as
friends of the taiga. The more people who come to
recognize the uniqueness of our nature in this way
and embrace the idea of its preservation, the more
supporters we will gain. And that means, together,
we can make the world better. Let it be a world in
which there is room for both people and tigers!

SUPPORT FOR FEDERAL SPECIALLY PROTECTED
NATURAL AREAS (SPNAS)

Federal specially protected natural areas, such as
nature reserves and national parks, have their own
protection services.

Inspectors of nature reserves and national parks
are authorized to check visitors' documents
granting the right to stay and conduct activities
within the protected area and its buffer zones

They have the authority to detain and escort
individuals who violate Russian legislation on
SPNAs and environmental protection to law
enforcement offices when necessary.

Inspectors are also empowered to inspect vehicles,
personal belongings, weapons, and other tools
used for harvesting wildlife and plant resources
within the protected area.

Additionally, inspectors have the right to confiscate
products and tools used in illegal natural resource
exploitation.

In 2025, a tourist complex was
opened in the village of Krasny
Yar in the Pozharsky District of
Primorsky Krai.

The complex consists of three
accommodation modules and
a café. Each of the three hotel
modules contains 4 double rooms
with all necessary amenities. The
café, designed for 50 seats, is

located next to the hotel modules.

The kitchen in the café serves
traditional Udege cuisine.

When an animal is ill or injured, it receives
treatment, and if malnourished, it is fed back
to health. During rehabilitation, it is trained
to hunt independently and develops skills to

avoid humans and fear signs of human activity.

If the predator passes its "final exams," it is
released into the wild, away from populated
areas, in territories still unoccupied by other
tigers and with abundant prey.

In cases where a tiger cannot independently
obtain food or behaves recklessly toward
humans, it is placed in one of the state zoos.
However, this is an extreme measure.

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NEW WILDLIFE REHABILITATION
CENTER IN PRIMORSKY KRAI:
FIRST PHASE LAUNCHED

Pursuant to a Directive from the
President of the Russian Federation
Vladimir Vladimirovich Putin
regarding the establishment of a
network of rehabilitation centers for
injured and confiscated wild animals,
the Amur Tiger Center, with support
from sponsor organizations and in
cooperation with the Governments
of Primorsky and Khabarovsk Krais,
is implementing a project to create
two state institutions providing
veterinary care, temporary housing
during treatment or maturation, and
"training" for peaceful coexistence
with humans for wild animals forcibly
removed from their natural habitats.

In Primorye, the rehabilitation
center is located in the protected
zone of the Ussuri Nature
Reserve on a 65.5-hectare plot.

The first phase opening included

a monitoring building, from which
video surveillance of animals in
enclosures will be conducted and
where staff will reside, a veterinary
block, a feed preparation facility with
refrigerated storage, a garage with
workshop for service vehicles, and a
canopy for specialized equipment.

In the second phase of construction,
at a distance of 1.5 kilometers from
the monitoring building, animal
enclosures will be established:

8 enclosures ranging from 0.2

to 0.7 hectares in area. Up to 8
tigers can simultaneously undergo
rehabilitation at the center. The
developers also plan to construct
enclosures for leopards, bears and
other carnivores, as well as for birds.

Upon completion of construction,
the new rehabilitation center will
be transferred to the balance sheet
of the Primorsky Krai Government
and will become Russia's first state-
run rehabilitation center for the
Amur tiger and other wildlife.

The Amur Tiger Center is already

in the process of establishing a
similar rehabilitation center in
Khabarovsk Krai. A plot of land for
construction has been obtained, and
preparatory work has commenced.

All wildlife in Russia is state
property; however, all existing
rehabilitation centers are
private. Currently, two centers
operate within the tiger's
range: one in Primorsky Krai
and one in Khabarovsk Krai.
In 2025, the Amur Tiger
Center provided support to the
center in Khabarovsk Krai in
the amount of 2,011,781 rubles.
These funds were allocated
for tiger care and husbandry.

TIGERS THAT HAD TO

REMAIN IN CAPTIVITY AFTER

CAPTURE FROM THE WILD

In 2025, following
Rosprirodnadzor's decisions,
four Amur tigers from the wild
were placed in EARAZA zoo0s.
These predators are unable

to survive in the wild but can
participate in the captive Amur
tiger conservation program.

In September, two tiger cubs
rescued in Khabarovsk Krai
"relocated" to Kazan. A male
captured in December 2024
and a female captured in March
2025 were sent to the capital

of Tatarstan. Both animals were
slightly over one year old at the
time of transportation. At the
Kazan Zoo Botanical Garden, the
young predators "settled" into a
new enclosure that was specially
constructed to house Amur tigers.

In November, two tigresses
— an adult and a juvenile —
were delivered from the Far
East to the Moscow Zoo. Both
females were captured in
Khabarovsk Krai in late 2024.

The adult was captured in Lazovsky
District, and the juvenile in
Nanayskiy District. The adult tigress
was alone, but the young female
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(no more than 7 months old at
the time of capture) was captured
together with her "mother" and
"brother," who was transferred

to the Kazan Zoo Botanical
Garden in September 2025.
